	Members of the public addressed the Council in relation to the road closed sign and flooding in Millstream.  Council was advised that the sign was given to the Parish Council by Shropshire Council to put out in instances of flooding.   The clerk made reference to all the work being undertaken by farmers and landowners, in partnership with The Severn Rivers Trust, to alleviate flooding. 
Member of the public addressed the Council and advised that they live in a property in Millstream and were aware that the ford and road flooded.  It was noted the flood water is moving in a different direction as a result of the spoil on the banks.  The clerk has asked SC to remove the spoil.
Member of the public addressed the Council and suggested a sign stating FLOOD should be requested.

	· Cllr Dale made a presentation to council.  The ditch in Binweston has been cleared but the two culverts under the road get blocked with debris and stones during flooding events.   Water travels over the bridge and down Binweston Lane.   The top layer of the new tarmac has washed down to the B4386.   SC Gulley cleared the culverts.   The tarmac on the road resulted in an accident.    A road Sweeper is required in this area.  HK.
· Planning has been given for 3 affordable houses in Brockton.

· The closure of The Stone House in Bishops Castle closure was not legally carried out.

· Ambulance response times are still quite poor.

· SC Planning department is understaffed and applications are taking a long time to be determined.

· 84% of revenue coming into Shropshire Council is spent on social care.   The leader of council is requesting further funding from central Government.  

· SC has a new email system which is delaying email delivery.  HK is not receiving emails in a timely manner.  Email again if a response is not received.
