Shropshire Council are now considering redesigning the Community Enablement Team due to concerns received from councils.   

CIL expenditure is under review.  Highways have not put in a bid to the pot.  This Parish Council and the local member consider that as three schools have effectively been sited in Worthen, providing safe walking for children is a priority.  The clerk and local member will seek a meeting with S Brown to request that a bid for CIL monies to be used in Worthen to widen the road for safe passage is put forward. Currently Place Plan areas get priority.  
Council tax looks to be increased next year by 3.98%.  
Senior officers received a pay rise costing 3 million all pay scales are now in line with national guidelines.  
Enterprise House will have reduced funding and this will impact the wider area. 
The clerk would like a list of who is employed to do what in Shropshire Council.
